Global CO, emissions risen 3x since 50’s and will be 5x by 2100

UK emissions 2.5x global average, nearly as much as the whole of
Africa

1 degree increase in UK so far - 10 degrees on land by 2100 -
equivalent to the Sahara Desert. Now no such thing as a purely
natural weather event.

To halt global warming requires at least 60% - 80% reduction by 2050
Domestic energy use around 1/3 UK total

UK target 20% reduction by 2010 - likely to achieve Kyoto target of
10%




Tenants can expect

less than £2/week for heating and hot water including standing
charges which is a substantial saving compared to a typical new
house to Building Regulations standards

warm, draught free house with no risk of condensation,

water and drainage charges are reduced by around £2/week.

Extra floor space above minimum standard plus sleeping / storage
mezzanines.

Generous storage provision including space for cycles.
Very good sound insulation between dwellings.

Solid doors for improved sound separation between rooms.
Very good daylight and sunlight.

Very good air quality; whole house ventilation system provides
fresh air and removes stale moisture laden air continuously day
and night

Improved health; potentially hazardous products are avoided by
using formaldehyde free boards and natural paints, stains and
varnishes.
